We learned how to wire the electricals 

ourselves. I worked with a metal fabrication shop to pre-form aircraft-grade aluminum sheet because off-the-shelf claddings 

would not work with my building’s unique shape. He still lives in it. We call it The Starship (Because it’s star-shaped) 

• In 2021 I negotiated directly with my CEO to work remote from St. Louis. I also (kept secret from my parents) did paperwork 

to change my name, buy my first car, and sign my first apartment lease with a kindred spirit in Missouri who I knew would 

teach me to be more charismatic. I rolled up to our new apartment with my new name and my new car, having never seen 

the state before, and I never looked back. I had the car paid off in a year due to the low St. Louis rents.  

• I self-improved greatly during my time at ERDMAN. I had a reputation for always having a question, and I delighted in 

training new staff in all the company best practices that I’d helped devise. When I finally decided to move on, I was given a 

robust sendoff, and one coworker said I’d taught her more about our work than anyone at the company.
